Mary amazed the crowd by showing how to make angled jumps and tight turns while keeping 
her horse perfectly balanced.  She showed how to lengthen and shorten strides in between 
related distances.  

Mary was an enthusiastic and clear 
demonstrator and took plenty of time to 
explain her actions and the reasons 
behind her training methods.  She also 
answered a large number of questions 
from members of the audience.  

In all, it was a fascinating evening that 
was well worth attending as it gave 
everyone there a huge amount of 
pleasure and some helpful hints and 
tricks that we can enjoy trying out on our 
horses at home.
