Chairman’s Message 
 
Welcome to the summer edition of the SBRC newsletter. 
 
Past Events 
Since the last newsletter, we have held a series of successful events.  Our show jumping 
clinics with Roy Hayter continue to be as popular as ever and his clinics fill up very quickly, 
so if you would like to give him a try, get your application for a place in to Liz early. 
 
Louise Wyatt has held a mix of flatwork and gridwork clinics, all of which are very well 
attended.  If you have not had a lesson with Louise, I can highly recommend her!  She is a 
very experienced and sympathetic instructor who really knows how to get the best out of a 
combination. 
 
The show jumping last weekend at Coombe Park was an entertaining afternoon with the 
thunder and lightning rolling around!  Those who took part enjoyed themselves and we are 
hoping to arrange another date at the end of July or beginning of August, so watch out for the 
new date to be published. 
 
Teams 
We fielded three individual riders at the recent ODE at Winkleigh.  Although none of our 
competitors were placed, they all gave very good performances in all three phases and 
everyone agreed that the Area 19 competition was very stiff, as usual.  Acer got very strong 
with Jayne and 5 jumps from home was rather difficult to control coming off the big bank with 
a landing stride to a narrow pimple, resulting in Elimination. 
  
Michele Mogridge and Wendy Briggs, however, seemed to have two fantastic clear rounds, 
until the scores went up on the board at the end of the day, showing them both to have taken 
the incorrect line in to the final water complex, two jumps from home.......what a 
disappointment for them both.  It looked like they would have been in the rosettes, if not for 
that mishap.   
  
All in all a great day, due to nice ground after a little rain the day before and sunny but breezy 
weather on the day.  The event was run once again very well, although the SJ was 
particularly twisty for big horses, putting quite a few competitors and their mounts to the test. 
 
Forthcoming Events 
The big news this edition is that we have managed to arrange a lecture/demonstration with 
none other than Mary King!  It will be held at the Grange Equestrian Centre, nr Okehampton 
starting at 7pm on Thursday 25th May.
